Site had experienced a drop in feed, health screening identified piscirickettsia, this was treated with Aquatet and mortalities
attributed to this have dropped.

Site has replaced the hamster wheel top net supports with poles around the cage. Site manager prefers these as it removes
equipment from the water that the fish could damage themselves on.

Site utilises ROV mortality removal system, which reportedly works well, also capacity to use uplift system if required.
Following confirmation of piscirickettsia, the site has been operating separately from the other Mowi sites in area and not
sharing staff or equipment.

The facilities at Scottish Association for Marine Science, operated by Scottish Association for
Marine Science, were inspected on 08 December 2020 to determine if an application for a permit
was required under the Alien and Locally Absent Species in Aquaculture (Scotland) Regulations
2015 (“the 2015 Regulations”). Movements of alien or locally absent species to facilities meeting
the definition of a ‘closed aquaculture facility’ are exempt from the permit process by these
Regulations, provided that transport is carried out under conditions that prevent the escape of
those species and of the non-target species.

It was determined that the facilities and their current operation met the requirements of a closed
aquaculture facility under Article 3(3) of Council regulation (EC) No 708/2007. The transport
methods proposed were deemed to be acceptable with regards to containment and prevention of
escape. Operational activities include

e Aquaculture is carried out in a closed facility with recirculation systems where water travels
through sand filters, protein skimmers and biofilters. Water does not exchange between
individual tanks directly.

o All waste water passes through screens on tanks, through a filter sock, through a protein
skimmer and then undergoes a UV treatment. The treated waste water then passes
through a drain screen to the septic tank for the site.

¢ Mortality waste is autoclaved (20 minutes @ 133°C — Core temperature) and disposed of
as biological waste.

e All live animal transport is via sealed bags in sealed boxes both for animals arriving on site
This transport is done by either employees of Scottish Association for Marine Science or
Great British Prawns. Live animals will be released directly in to tanks on arrival.

¢ No live animals will be transport out of the facility.

This is due to
fish taking some time to fully come back onto feed post vaccination and feeding not having been optimal recently as well as
this strain of fish being thought to be more aggressive, but feeding rate has been adjusted and this is expected to resolve
issues with fin nipping.
