The meeting began with reflections from the DFM on the last week, followed by a
discussion of the wider experiences of the last week and the reopening of schools
across Scotland. All members had the opportunity to provide comments.

Individuals were keen to recognise the huge effort by staff to ensure schools could
open. It was noted that most teachers were keen to be back and to be able to teach
in front of children and young people again. Members noted that most pupils were
also excited to be back. However members acknowledged that there was still some
anxiety.

It was noted that it will be important to identify the implications of schools reopening,
and this will be done, in part, by gathering the intelligence and feedback from all
members of the group and, where appropriate, ensuring relevant guidance is
updated. The issue of quarantine was raised regarding children and young people
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returning from countries not exempt from self-isolation. It was noted that advice
needed to be updated to reflect the position on this.

Discussion moved to the ongoing role of the Education Recovery Group. Members

agreed it was important for the group to continue and to be the focal point on
discussion on issues of Education Recovery for the foreseeable future.
