I have the honour to submit, on behalf of the Fishery Board
for Scotland, the Statistical Tables relating to the sea fisheries of Scotland
for the year 1935. A narrative report on the fisheries and on the
chief administrative and scientific activities of the Board during the
year will shortly follow.

The Scottish fishing fleet in 1935 comprised 2,222 sailing vessels, 2,391
motor vessels, 644 steam drifters, 2 steam mussel dredgers, 25 steam liners
as distinct from drifters, and 373 steam trawlers, or a total of 5,657 vessels,
valued with their gear at £3,027,027, as against 5,764 vessels and
£3,060,472 in 1934, In addition 268 English steam drifters fished in
Scottish waters during the summer herring fishing. The number of
Scottish fishermen was 22,175 (of whom 5,369 were crofter fishermen and
880 men were partially employed in fishing) as against 22,601 (including
5,416 crofter fishermen and 939 partially employed) in the preceding
year. Shore workers and persons engaged in transport brought the
total number employed in the Scottish fisheries to 59 ,992, as against
56,929 in 1934.
