ESC (MSe010218RTR) - FHI notified of possible escape event on 01/02/2018 when a hole was discovered on the net of cage
G1 during a routine net inspection. The last full inspection of the net took place on 04/01/2018. The local fisheries trust and
DSFB were also notified. The net was repaired the same day, fish from cage G1 were then transferred to a different cage and
counted the following week, where it was discovered that 5400 fish had escaped, the cage had been holding 9762 fish
(average weight 950q, triploid stock), no fish had been observed outside the cages prior to the hole being discovered. The FHI
were notified of the confirmed escape on 13/02/2017. All other nets on site have since been inspected. There was no attempt
made to recapture the escaped fish, as it was not known when exactly they would have escaped, there was no response from
the fisheries trust or DSFB to the notification of the escape. The damaged net, which was originally installed on the site in
November 2017, was sent to the manufacturer (Boris Nets), to investigate the cause of the hole and to be repaired. Boris nets
reported that the net had not been properly stitched at the point where the hole was found and have accepted liability for the
escape. They have also changed their manufacturing method so that nets are now hand stitched as opposed to mechanically.
