Additional Case Information:

Accompanied by ] as part of inspector competency audit. Hatchery and tank area confirmed as fallow and in a state of
disrepair. Unsure whether this area will be used again. Import of 20,000 Rainbow trout ova in March 2019 from Northern
Ireland. Mortality reported as low across the site. No reported problems. Occasional fish observed with fungal infection and
occasional darker fish observed. Also one moribund fish observed in the pipe within the outlet channel. Two fish removed for
further observation but no significant gross pathology to justify further investigation. Internally the fish selected for VMD
purposes appeared healthy with no obvious signs of disease. There was no disinfection facilities on entering the site, the site is
in close proximity to and connected to the fishery - it was confirmed by the site manager that no disinfection took place with
respect to the fishery.

The following issues were raised as a result of the visit:

1) Movement records to include all movements to the Forgue Fishery and FS / FIS numbers to be included for source and
destination sites within Scotland

2) All practical measures put in place for full and complete mortality removal and recording

3) Appropriate measures to encourgae and ensure disinfection on entering the site and connected put-and-take fishery

Inspection under the Aquatic Animal Health (Scotland) Regulations 2009

The above site was inspected, in accordance with the Aquatic Animal Health (Scotland)
Regulations 2009, and to meet the requirements of European Community Council Directive
2006/88/EC.

All stocked epidemiological units were inspected. On this occasion no samples were taken for
disease analysis. The Inspector did not observe any clinical signs associated with the listed
diseases as described in the Aquatic Animal Health (Scotland) Regulations 2009.

Records

The surveillance frequency category of the site was assessed as high. An inspection under
the Aquatic Animal Health (Scotland) Regulations 2009 will be conducted annually. The
category of the site will be reassessed on a routine basis and updated as required.

The information required for the public record of aquaculture production businesses regarding
this site was verified and where necessary updated. The following records were also
inspected to ensure that the conditions of authorisation for your Aquaculture Production
Business (APB) are being met:

Aquaculture animal and aquaculture animal product movement records were inspected and
found to be inadequately maintained. No movements between the site operating as the
Forgue fish farm (FS0511) and the site operating as the Forgue Fishery (FIS0559) were
recorded within the site movement book. This is despite verbal confirmation during the visit

that such movements regularly occur. In addition, movement record information did not
contain the registration numbers for source or destination sites within Scotland.

Records in relation to aquaculture animals transported by the business were inspected and
found to be adequately maintained.

Mortality records were inspected and found to be adequately maintained.

No mortality levels exceeding the reporting criteria have been recorded since the last
inspection.

Low level mortality was recorded within the records maintained on site. This was explained, by
the site manager, as a result of guard dogs protecting the site periodically removing and
consuming dead fish. It is recommended that all practical measures are put in place to ensure
the full and complete removal and recording of mortalities at Forgue. This in turn will benefit
the maintenance of accurate stock and mortality records which are essential for the
management of the site in terms of animal health.

No animal health surveillance had been carried out on behalf of the business and/or Marine
Scotland since the last Marine Scotland Inspection.

The biosecurity measures plan for the site was inspected and found to be inadequately
maintained. The plan itself, in terms of content is adequate, however, contrary to that plan, no
disinfection facilities were available on entering the farm (or adjacent fishery which is
connected).

The following points are raised following the inspection:
1) Movement records must be maintained to ensure that:

e arecord of all movements of live fish between the fish farm (FS0511) and the fishery
(FIS0559) are maintained

e registration numbers for all source or destination sites within Scotland are recorded as
part of that movement record. You can access registration numbers through Scotland’s
Aquaculture website: hitp://aquaculture.scotland.gov.uk/

2) That all practical measures are put in place to ensure the full and complete removal and
recording of mortalities at Forgue.

3) Appropriate measures are put in place to encourage and ensure disinfection with respect to
visitors to the fish farm and anglers to the connected put-and-take fishery.

These must be addressed to ensure the conditions of authorisation for your Aquaculture
Production Business (APB) are being met. Records or documentation demonstrating that
these points have been addressed should be sent to the Fish Health Inspectorate (contact
details below) within 30 days of the date this report was issued.
