Fish externally overall looks in reasonably good condition. Slight tearing on the caudle fin, which may have been caused post
mortem. No external signs of disease.

Fish internally looked very healthy. Despite being frozen/thawed. All organs were in good condition with no marks or signs of
disease. Gills looked healthy and undamaged.

Scales taken for analysis: Results of scale reading - Most likely age 1.1+. A large S1 or S1/2 smolt and shows growth typical of
a cultured smolt. Spent 1+ years at sea as an adult.

Previous scale readings from another fish were received on the 25/04/2019, results:

The interpretation of the scale samples provided is that the salmon was an unusually large smolt and not consistent with
those typically found in the wild in Scotland.

Furthermore the growth was fairly steady throughout its life with no real evidence of hard seasonal growth checks, such as
those found in many wild Atlantic salmon.
